United States Army Nurse Corps as a Captain (Captain Williams) in 1980.  I served as a Nurse 

Manager (Head Nurse as we were referred to then) on a male surgical unit, B500.  I share some 

of the comments from the patients in my care, many Foreign Service Officers.   

I served four years as a Nurse Manger on a male surgical ward and 4 years as a Nurse 

Manager for the surgical ICU.  I served proudly and I continue to hold the reserved officer’s rank 

of Major, Army Nurse Corps.  My dedication then to a job is consistently the same as my 

dedication to a job today.  The range in types of settings for which I have cared for patients spans 



over 35 years.  I have had a rich past in life and health care which formed the core of my desire 

to continue in a profession which inspires me with things that are good in life.
